Additionally, the Little
Miss & Mr. Great Pocomoke Fair may also be asked to participate in other
fairground sponsored events throughout the year.

In the event that the Little Miss or Mr. contest winners are unable to fulfil
his or her duties, the runner-up(s) will fill in for him or her.In order to do this, the reigning Little Miss or Mr. will be asked to
temporarily relinquish their crown(s), robe(s), and sash(es) for the event. All items will be returned to the reigning Little Miss or
Mr. after the event’s conclusion.
